When I think of the meaning of
membership at First Parish, I think that
it will continue to evolve and grow as
we do and who knows, maybe when
our boys come out of their adolescent
fog (this does happen, right?) and dis-
cover new adjectives to describe their
world, they too will find First Parish a
place where they can feel peaceful and
whole.

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REFLECTIONS FROM THE MINISTER
PARISA PARSA

All There Is

The blossoms on the tree in the front
yard of the parsonage are ready to
burst open. The simple and audacious
act of this magnolia when the tempera-
tures have yet to remain in the sixties
for more than a few hours at a stretch
is my favorite sign of spring. Impossi-
bly, it bursts forth in bloom when we're
still shivering hopefully inside the house
and having to remember the coats as
we leave. And then it's done.

The brief moments we have that
mark big events are almost always
highly anticipated, much enjoyed, and
then over in a heartbeat. We're on
to something else before we know
it — usually anticipation of the next
holiday, the next milestone, whatever it
is that might bring us the next round of
achievement, or enjoyment, or comple-
tion. [ look forward to the magnolia
blooming because it means that winter
is over, and before I've gotten to fully
embrace spring I'm trying to get myself
adjusted to the summer schedule of
camps and garden chores and planning,
planning, planning... for next church
year.

There always seems to be some-
thing around the corner to look for-
ward to, to get anxious about, to claim
our hopes or our fears for our lives or
the future. The world of advertising
knows well how to capitalize on this
tendency of ours: no sooner is Mother’s
Day over than we're preparing for
Fourth of July, and then, as if most of
July and August didn't exist, it's Back to
School.

All of the planning and anticipating
we do, we're told, is a good thing. We
want to be prepared. We want to be
in control. We want to know what's
coming and have had a good shot at
shaping it to our will.

So often, though, the universe has
other plans. The sudden illness of a loved
one brings life as we knew it to a screech-
ing halt. The loss of a job puts plans that
were lined up quite nicely completely on
hold. A relationship crisis makes every
certainty slip away like sand through our
fingers.

In the late 1960’s, Jerry Leiber and
Mike Stoller wrote a haunting song called
“Is That All There Is?” In a plaintive
voice, Peggy Lee sang of great highs and
lows of life, and how, for all the drama
they caused, they were actually kind of
disappointing: the loss of the family home
to fire, going to the circus as a kid, falling
in love for the first time. For a popular
song, its message is not altogether happy,
but it is wise. While I don't encourage
you to “break out the booze and have
a ball/if that's all there is,” as the song
says. But it does seem to me that May
is a good month to pause and enjoy the
moments that are in between the big
anticipations.

Spend time reveling in the magic of
things that happen unplanned: the funny
conversations on a car ride, the joy of
picking out fresh produce at the Farmer's
Market, the spontaneous stops for ice
cream or to stare out at the ocean. The
big stuff happens, whether it's an annual
holiday or a difficult life transition or a
joyous surprise. The fuel we get from the
moments of realizing that this is all there
is, and enjoying the moments for what
they are, can help carry us through the
other times, planned or unplanned.

Let’s be open to it all. Let’s be open to all
there is.

Rev. Parisa’s
Maternity Leave

Frequently Asked
Questions
From the Committee on Ministry

When will Parisa’s maternity leave
take place?

Parisa’s maternity leave is expected
to begin on August 9 and go
through November 17.

How many weeks is this?

13 weeks. This is how it adds up: 4
weeks vacation + 3 weeks accrued
sabbatical time (accrued at the rate
of 4 weeks/year) + 6 weeks mater-
nity leave (per letter of agreement).

Who's in charge while Parisa is
gone?

The Parish Committee, led by the
Chair, is the key decision-maker
over congregational life and gov-
ernance both when the minister is
present and when she is away.

When will Parisa return to the
pulpit?

Parisa will return to the pulpit on
November 22 for the Thanksgiving
multi-generational service.

Who will be at the pulpit until
Parisa’s return?

Our Ministerial Intern, Eric Dawson,
will be at the pulpit for several of
these Sundays. Guest preachers will
perform 3 or 4 services. There will
also be 1 or 2 lay-led services, run
by the Worship Committee. Eric is
ultimately responsible for coordinat-
ing or leading all services. Eric will
work with the Worship Committee,
the Director of Religious Education,
and guest preachers to assure the
high-quality worship experiences
the congregation has come to ex-
pect and enjoy.

Intern-al
Musings

A dear friend of mine called me a few
days ago, upset. While visiting her
foster daughter’s school she learned
they were having a “lock-down drill” to
practice what to do if someone with a
gun entered the school. Apparently,
the drill involves teachers locking their
classrooms, getting kids away from the
windows, and getting them under desks
until the all-clear signal comes from the
principal. My friend was concerned
about the drill upsetting the children at
the school.

What does it mean that our chil-
dren need to practice a response to an
armed intruder? What message — overt
or subtle — does it send to young
people that they need to practice get-
ting under their desks to stay safe from
sniper fire? Does it provide comfort
to know that the adults have a plan
or does it add another layer of fear to
their growing list of childhood worries?
[ have often wondered the same thing
about metal detectors and police pres-
ence in public places: do they provide a
reassuring presence or a reminder that
we'd better watch our backs?

Growing up in Ohio, | remem-
ber watching safety videos about the
dangers of train crossings. They had
ominous names — names like “Danger
at the Crossing” and “Chasing Death”
— and they scared the bejeebers out
of me. Even today, I can’t hear the
air horn of a train without thinking of
pictures of remorseful, maimed teenag-
ers and a deep-voiced narrator talking
about the captain of the football team
who gambled his life away while racing
across the tracks.

Added to trains were other child-
hood terrors introduced via school
filmstrips: strangers, cigarettes, ulcers,
the Soviets, sex, and the bacteria left on
unwashed hands (“Germs: The Silent
Killer"). The message was clear: the
world is a dangerous place and I had
better be prepared.

As a parent [ want my own
children to be safe and make smart
choices. But I also worry that we risk
creating a fear-filled world in our efforts
to shield those we love. What is the
balance between keeping ourselves safe
and making ourselves scared; between
protection and prohibition? The world
certainly is a scary place; but it is also a
place of great joy and beauty... of help-
ful strangers and purple crocuses. Can
we create a drill that conveys that?

Dear First Parish friends,

| am writing with important news. By
way of introduction, | want to tell you
that First Parish has been a beacon of
hope for me. You have taught me
what a healthy, thriving church com-
munity can be and become, and all of
you—children, youth and adults—-have
inspired me with your shared ministry
to this church.

It is here that | came to realize that
the role of the congregation in this
culture is still much-needed. The con-
gregation is a place where we are called
to be our best selves; where forgiveness
and love are paramount; where we can
practice being who we want to be; and
work to build a world that we dream
about. In short, church is transforma-
tional. This church is transformational.

[ have been in discernment for the
past 13 years about my personal call to
the ministry. My path has been filled
with slight detours. However, | have fi-
nally decided, inspired by the people at
First Parish and the ministry of the Rev.
Parisa Parsa, that [ am called to serve as
an ordained minister.

[ was accepted to Boston Univer-
sity School of Theology this fall in the
MDiv program, to begin in the Fall of
2009. I will be going to school full
time, and will take -at the very least-
three years to complete my program.
The Personnel Committee, the Re-
ligious Education Committee, Parisa
and [ have worked to propose a new
staff structure for the fall in which I will
work part time at First Parish, aided
by the help of a half-time Religious
Education Assistant/Membership
Coordinator. [ will continue to be here
every Sunday, and fewer days during
the week. My primary responsibilities
will remain in the areas of curriculum
development, teacher support and

training, children’s church worship lead-
ership, youth advisor supervision, and
pastoral care for children, youth and
families. My hope is that with ample
time for training my assistant over the
summer, you won't notice a change in
services provided. Still, transition and
change are never easy.

[ came here four years ago having
left my job as a mental health clinician
for traumatized children with social,
emotional and behavioral issues in a
residential setting in Boston. | was
traumatized by my job mostly because
of the broken systems | was working
within and the impossibility of any
real, sustaining help for the children
I worked with. Frankly, I wasn't left
with much hope for humanity and its
capacity for healing when I left. What
I discovered here at First Parish was
something | hadn't expected to find.

I found people grounded in spirit. |
found people with a genuine passion
about creating a sacred space made
holy by radical welcoming. [ found
people with the commitment to reach
out into the community and do their
part to transform the world. I found
divinity in all of the crevices of this
church, and in the faces of its people.

Thank you for modeling for me
what church can be, and for motivating
me to take my next step on my profes-
sional path to the ministry.

of the spirit and an openness to the
forces that create and uphold life; (2)
Words and deeds of prophetic women
and men which challenge us to con-
front powers and structures of evil with
justice, compassion, and the transform-
ing power of love; (3) Wisdom from
the world’s religions which inspires
us in our ethical and spiritual life; (4)
Jewish and Christian teachings which
call us to respond to God'’s love by
loving our neighbors as ourselves; (5)
Humanist teachings which counsel us
to heed the guidance of reason and the
results of science, and warn us against
idolatries of the mind and spirit; and
(6) Spiritual teachings of earth-centered
traditions which celebrate the sacred

circle of life and instruct us to live in
harmony with the rhythms of nature.

Violinist Allegra Giddings will
play on May 31.

Get imbued with the
spirit of Spring by
enjoying Happy-Go-
Lucky, a 2008 British
film that will be shown
on May 1 at 7 pm.

The film stars
Sally Hawkins as 30
year-old Poppy who,
according to The
Boston Globe’s Ty Burr,
delivers a “daft, mercu-
rial performance.”
Hawkins was awarded
a Golden Globe for
Best Actress in a Musi-
cal or Comedy for her
work. “Few actors,”
notes Brian Webster
of the Apollo Guide,
“could have pulled off
this role successfully,
as it requires great
energy, charisma, and
depth to make Poppy
credible and so much
more than first impres-
sions.”

Poppy is a primary
school teacher who lives
in London with her best
friend Zoe. The film follows
Poppy as she cheerfully goes
through her daily routines.

When she meets Scott, a
paranoid, rage-filled driving
instructor, her optimism is
challenged.

Directed by 2008 Best
Original Screenplay nominee Mike
Leigh (Secrets and Lies; Vera Drake), the
movie received positive reviews from
93% of the approximately 75 film
critics surveyed by aggregator Rotten
Tomatoes. In its summary Rotten Toma-
toes writes that “the film is a fascinating
character study...Poppy lives her life to
the fullest -in the real world- without
any clichéd Sex and the City hangups.

Happy-go-Lucky is whip-smart and full
of surprises —-just when you are certain
the story is going to veer in a certain
direction, Leigh gently nudges you
down a different path. And you are
glad of it.”
